Study of expressions of ethnic and racial identity in American literature, with close attention to strategies of
representation and resistance. Selected texts primarily arise out of the lived experiences of people of color,
including Native Americans, Black Americans, Asian Americans, and Latinx Americans.

The quality of your class participation will be judged through the following: your effort at completing short
assignments and, as necessary, sharing them; the effort you put into responding to the text, and reflections
of your peers and your willingness to share your thoughts with the class as a whole; and the effort you
bring to reading critically.

All required readings, whether online or in our books, must be brought to class.

In class, you are being asked to respond to each other and to questions raised in class: L WILL NOT
TOLERATE ANY DISRESPECTFUL CONVERSATION OF ANY MANNER WHETHER IN CLASS OR ONLINE.
Participation is essential to this course: we will work both in large and small groups.



Analysis Presentation: during the semester you will pair up with a colleague to present some opening
thoughts on the day’s reading. Both of you must speak/present. Both of you will receive the same grade. A
good discussion will include the following:

1. Introduction to the Author—Biography, Important Notes, Etc.

2. CONCISE Summary of the day's reading.

3. This should be a close reading that pays attention to a SPECIFIC passage of text and explicates the
writing for significance of language, imagery, tone, etc. A close reading is not a summary of the day's
reading, it opens up into the unspoken significance of the text and employs critical reading methods
taught and employed in our class.

4. A class discussion of the text's significance, with special attention to the deeper questions within the
text: you will engage the class with guiding questions that will deeper their critical engagement with the
assigned reading.

You must prepare a visual aid for this presentation. You may make a Power point presentation. | will be
evaluating these Presentations for their depth and sophistication, your abilities to engage the class, your
speaking dynamics—volume, clarity, rate, etc., and your overall professionalism.

e Success in this course is based on the expectation that students will spend, for each unit of credit, a
minimum of 45 hours over the length of the course (normally three hours per unit per week) for
instruction, preparation/studying, or course related activities, including but not limited to internships,
labs, and clinical practice. Other course structures will have equivalent workload expectations as
described in the syllabus.
